The college was approved this summer to receive Level III accreditation status and is now 
able to offer master's degrees.  With education being one of the most popular
undergraduate majors, Anderson College officials felt it most appropriate to offer its first 
master's degree in the field of education.

Due to regulations of the No Child Left Behind Act, there has been a demand for all public 
school teachers to up-grade their teaching credentials and become more highly qualified 
to teach.  The college will offer a Master of Education degree that will focus on school
instruction to enhance teaching methods and techniques.  A total of 33 semester hours is
required, with no course below the 500 level counting towards the graduate degree.

According to Dr. Chuck Wooten, Division Head of Education/Kinesiology, Graduate and 
Undergraduate Studies, "The need for Anderson College to provide a graduate program 
meeting the needs of public school teachers in evident from the overwhelming support 
from the local Anderson area community."

2006 Incoming Freshman Class "biggest and brightest ever"

 
In August faculty and staff will welcome 360 new faces to campus as freshmen move 

into dormitories and prepare to start their education at Anderson College.  The 
largest class, the Class of 2006 promises to be a very bright group, including 30 
Pamletto Fellows, the top academic students recognized by the state of South

Carolina.  Previously, AC has had 14 such students, so the Admissions Office staff is
very proud of this accomplishment.  Also this year, there is an increase in the

number of students from another state or country -- 20%, the largest number from 
outside SC since AC became a four-year institution again. 
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 Zia Fennell began attending Anderson College in the Fall of 1998. Zia 
chose to attend AC after looking at many colleges on-line because of the 
small campus atmosphere, the student to teacher ratio, and 
the great scholarship package that she earned based on 
high school grades and SAT test scores.

In this 
role, Zia is responsible for all HR Generalist functions including recruiting, 
employee relations, behavioral based safety process, regulatory 
compliance, compensation and benefit administration, training, and 
organizational development for 150 employees.
